Group Activity Fees

If paying the fee is difficult for you, please speak to our staff.
MIC has a Fee Waiver Policy, and you may be able to pay a reduced fee or no fee at all.
You will still be able to attend activities even if you cannot pay.
Will this affect my pension?
No. Your Centrelink pension or benefits will not be affected.
